The Sept. meeting of the Conway Conservation Commission convened at 6:30 p.m. at the
Whitaker Homesite in North Conway, NH.

Also present was Forester, Don Johnson, as well as
representatives from USVLT, Executive Director William Abbott and Board member Tom
Gross, along with the owner of F.B. Environmental, Forrest Bell.
